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My current position is at the University Of Tennessee Graduate School Of Medicine, where I serve as an Associate Professor of Family Medicine and a faculty in our sports medicine fellowship. I completed my B.S. at Jacksonville University. As a Rotary Scholar, I studied Biological Anthropology in an M.Phil. program at the University of Cambridge in England. After receiving my M.D. at Emory Medical School, I completed a family medicine residency program in Asheville, NC followed by a primary care sports medicine fellowship. During my career, I have served as a team physician for 4 large universities, a professional ice hockey team, and worked at the 1996 and 2002 Olympic Games.  
My main research focus has been on the association of genetic factors with prospective concussion, concussion severity, and neurocognitive recovery after concussion in college athletes. I have served as PI of a large multi-center prospective cohort study involving 23 different college study sites and a sample size exceeding 3400. This work was funded by grants from NOCSAE, AMSSM, and UT PMERF. 
Our previous work demonstrated a significant association between prior self reported concussion and the APOE G-219T promoter TT genotype in college athletes; we also showed a significant association between the Tau exon 6 Ser53Pro TT genotype and prolonged post concussion simple reaction time. We are excited to present our latest results from our large prospective study and continue to welcome collaboration from interested investigators in this field.
